P p (pay) Q q (qu) R r (err) S s (ess) T t (Tay)

SYLLABLES – Basic of Word Formation 

A syllable is a single, unbroken sound of a spoken word. 

For example: (i) Beautiful  Beau + ti + ful (3 syllables)
(ii) Car  Only 1 syllable

Syllables usually contain a vowel and accompanying consonants.
